Menu

The menu (M ] key allows access to features that are not

available from the keypad.

1. Press the (M ) key to enter menu mode.

2. Use the (A or () button to scroll through the available
menu items.

3. Press the (M J key again to select the item.

4. Depending upon the item selected, further scrolling using
the CA J or button may be required.

5. Press the (M J key again to return to the active display.

Trunked Mode

Transmit a Group Call

1. Select the group.

2. Press the PTT button and speak normally while holding the
microphone approximately two inches from your mouth.

3. Release the PTT button when finished speaking and wait for
areply.

Receive a Group Call

1. Listen to the call.

2. The Group name or “GRExzzx" appears in the display to
indicate a call is being received.

3. Press the PTT button and speak normally while holding the
microphone approximately two inches from your mouth.

4. Release the PTT button when finished speaking and wait
for a reply.

Trunked Mode (cont'd) \

Transmit an Individual Call (System Model)

1. Press the button to access individual call list. &
appears.

2. Use the (A or (¥ button to scroll through the individual
call list or enter the Logical ID (LID) number from keypad.

3. Press the PTT button and speak normally while holding the
microphone approximately two inches from your mouth.

4. Release the PTT button when finished speaking and wait for
areply.

Receive an Individual Call (System Model)

1. Receive audio sounds when a call is received and the
display reads: I0 s

#THOLE:

2. Press and hold the PTT button to respond. Radio continues
to ring until PTT is pressed or originating radio disconnects.

3. If call is cleared with no response, the radio stores the ID in
Who Has Called (WHC) list and display: #WHC:*.

4. Press the key to display ID. Press PTT button to
return call or press Monitor/Clear button to clear #uHC#.

Transmit a Telephone Interconnect Call (System Model)

1. Press the button to access phone call list. & appears.
2. Follow Steps 2 through 4 in “Transmit an Individual Call”
above.
Receive a Telephone Interconnect Call (System Model)
1. Receive audio sounds when call is received and the display
reads: #FHOHE.
2. Follow Steps 2 through 4 for “Receive an Individual Call.”

Conventional Mode

Transmit a Call
1. Select the conventional system and channel.

2. Press the Monitor/Clear button briefly. If audio is heard or T,
is illuminated, then the channel is busy.

3. When the channel becomes available, press the PTT button
and speak normally while holding the microphone
approximately two inches from your mouth.

4. Release the PTT button when finished speaking and wait for
areply.

Receive a Call

1. Select a conventional system and channel or turn Scan on
and make sure desired channel is in Scan list.

2. When the radio receives a call, the radio unmutes and the
channel name or number appears in the display.

Declare an Emergency

1. Press and hold the red Emergency/Home button.
2. ¥ and ¥ are illuminated in the displiy and #THEMER:*

flashes in the display. After 2-3 seconds, ¥ trns off.

3. *THEMER* and 1 remain illuminated in the display until the
emergency is cleared.

4. Press the PTT button and {*  reappears. Speak normally.

5. Release the PTT button when transmission is complete.
Press and hold the Clear/Monitor button, then
simultaneously press the emergency button to clear an
emergency (if enabled through programming).
